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Core Beliefs:        

1)
Reality is defined as the true nature of the universe. The Basic Tenets of our Order are based upon that belief. 

2)
Complex things (concepts, actions, issues) can be made more simple and easier to understand.  We may not have all the knowledge or tools to simplify everything right now, but we need to start. 

3)
Working together, we can share data and concepts and create an information source to help ourselves and those who come after us.

In Summary:


The world is a complex place.  With technology getting fancier, medicine getting more detailed, and life in general, just getting more complex,  what can we do to make sense of it all?

That is a very good question.  And the Order has a very good answer, of sorts.   Yes, life and the universe is complex, but many times if we have a basic understanding of something, it seems more simple and easier to understand.

     So, what does this say about the Orders beliefs of various deity and Gods? It says that the Order approaches ALL subsets of reality the same.
